African Legion™ on the occasion of the presentation of the Platinum Fund to celebrate the Platinum 8
Jubilee on completion of seventy glorious years of Imamat at Cairo on February 20th, 1955

You referred to my seventy years Imamat which, indeed 1s unique in the
history of the 48 Ismaih Imams by 1ts long duration, but also 1t began 1n
another world, the world of horse carriages and candle lights, and today
we are 1n the world of nuclear power, physics, jet air travel and serious
discussion among the most learned as to how and when we can visic the
stars and the moon.

But, as I have explamed in my Memorrs for the whole world to
understand, there are two worlds — the world of matenal intelhgence and
the world of spintual enhightenment. The world of spiritual enhightenment
1s fundamentally different from the world of matenal intellectuahsm and

it is the pride of Ismaihs that we firmly believe that the world of spirieual
enhghtenment has come as a gruth from the incepton of Islam to this day
with the Imamat and carnes with 1t as one of 1ts necessary consequences
love, tenderness, landhness and gentleness towards first, our brother and
sister Mushms of all sects and secondly, to those who hive in

righteousness, conscience and justice towards their fellow men.

These religious principles of Ismailism are well known to you; for you
have heard them from me and through your fathers and grandfachers and
from my father and grandfathers unul I fear that by long farmhanty with
these teachings some of you forget the necessity of re-examination of
